On Good Friday, in Nefyn Church, 
Naomi and I read through the 
Gospel According to Luke — right 
up to the point where Jesus was 
buried in chapter 23. We did the 
same with Matthew two years ago 
and Mark last year. Some of you 
have joined us for this. 
It’s very strange to stop reading at 
that point. Your tone of voice drops 
to reflect the deeply sombre events 
being recounted. Your pace slows 
as each phrase is filled with 
sadness. 
It’s strange, because we know what 
happens next. We know the joy of 
Easter Day! It feels wrong, 
somehow, to stop short of the 
pinnacle of our faith! 
But it was the reality for Jesus’ 
friends as they watched the 
crucifixion — and it’s the reality for 
many of our friends, family 
members and neighbours. 
The surprise of the resurrection is 
staggering news — Good News! 
Surprising news worth celebrating!

Beginning each time with refreshments (and aiming to finish by 6pm), the worship 
will use a simple bilingual liturgy, as well as times of music, prayer and discussion, 
with an emphasis on accessibility to all ages and backgrounds, especially those 
who may never have tried church before.
