Bishop Andy clearly watches the much-
loved/hated TV show, Game of Thrones. 
I know this because he quoted the final 
episode to the clergy of the diocese 
when we met the other week! 

In a tense moment of decision about 
the future, one of the characters asks, 
“What unites people? Armies? Gold? 
Flags? No. It’s stories. There's nothing in 
the world more powerful than a good 
story. Nothing can stop it. No enemy 
can defeat it.” 

It’s a good point. All sorts of things do 
draw people together, but above all, 
surely, we unite around a story—our 
story, the story we’re part of. IT’s true in 
all walks of life, and particularly so in 
the Church. 

One of the best practices when reading 
or listening to the Bible is to try to place 
yourself in the story, as if you were 
there. How do you feel? What are you 
thinking? It’s not just an abstract 
exercise; it’s deeply valuable because it 
sharpens the reality of it for us. 

This IS our story—the story of God is 
the story of our God and how He 
engages with us. 

Try it with Pentecost. It’s an odd story 
which can feel very remote from our 
day-to-day experience of faith. But what 
it promises it also fulfils for each and 
every one of Jesus’ disciples—then and 
now!
