It’s been wonderful to have been able
to host an Art Fayre in St David’s Church
this last week—so much local talent was
on display and so many people came to
appreciate it.

And
perhaps our ability to tolerate
difference of opinion and rationally
consider the view of someone with
whom we disagree is a gift which art
and beauty can give us.

But neither should we be fooled into
worshipping at the throne of ‘getting
along’. The Psalmist might extol the
virtue of living in unity, but that unity is
formed around God and His Truth and
love. We are also to recognise that
which is wrong and hold it up to the
light, remembering that in that light,
our blemishes will also be revealed.
